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Planning Commitee Reviews Shadelands Rezoning

Allowances, Concerns, and the Proposal of a Pedestrian/Bike Bridge

On Thursday, October 8th, the Walnut Creek Planning Commission met to discuss poten-
tial changes to the zoning of the Shadelands Business Park to that would allow for new
businesses like restaurants, artists studios and wineries, among others. These changes
are being considered as the city looks to revitalize the business park to reduce vacancy
and business turnover and improve the park for existing and future tenants. The purpose
of this meeting was to invite community feedback on the proposed changes and for the
Planning Commission to provide feedback to City Staff regarding the proposal.

The session began with a presentation from Pierce Macdonald Powell, Senior Planner
for the City of Walnut Creek. Powell indicated that the city has four key objectives that it
hopes to achieve through changes to the Shadelands zoning: Greater land-use flexibility

for property owners and tenants, increased clarity for property owners as to permissible
land use, streamlined review of proposed usage of property, and increased amenities for W LN U T
Shadelands employees. In February the city held a planning and zoning workshop with -
Shadelands tenants and land owners to better understand their needs and priorities. In C R E E K
this meeting the number one preferred use identified was restaurants, including the pos-

sibility of a hotel, along with other amenities such as a microbrewery, improved walkways,
and other businesses that Shadelands employees and the community might enjoy.

Angela De La Housaye, chair of the SBP Steering Committee provided comments from the group of Shadelands property
owners the committee represents. She indicated that the group does not feel that the proposed zoning changes go far
enough, citing continued restrictions on business like veterinary practices. In addition, limitations on the number of employees
at artist studios, and restrictions on the scheduled start and end times for employees of certain businesses are a concern for
the property owners.

There was discussion of the hours of operations of potential new restaurants, as well as alcohol sales. The zoning changes
would permit restaurants to remain open after 7 PM and on weekends, allowing residents from the local neighborhoods to
take advantage of them. Alcohol sales would be allowed per standard city permitting processes, with no adjustments made
due to the location within the business park. De La Housaye indicated that the SBP Steering Committee did not object to
either of these provisions.

| spoke on behalf of the Woodlands and expressed an interest in a greater number of restaurants and other services that resi-
dents could walk or bike to from the neighborhood. | indicated Board concerns regarding the increased traffic that could stem
from these changes, particularly given the opening of The Orchards and the renovation of Encina Grande. We asked that
potential bottlenecks on Oak Grove near the intersection with Citrus be addressed, as this is already a trouble spot before any
of the pending or proposed changes come online. In addition, we’ve requested a study of pedestrian and bicycle crossings of
Ygnacio Valley road, given safety concerns with Northgate High School and Foothill Middle School on the opposite side of this
busy road from The Orchards and Shadelands Business Park.

The Woodlands Board has also asked the Planning Committee to consider adding a pedestrian bridge to proposal, similar to
(though perhaps on a smaller scale) to those by the Pleasant Hill BART station and across Ygnacio Valley Rd near Civic. City
Staff responded that a bridge is not currently part of the existing plan but the association will continue to advocate that this
feature be added. We'll continue to provide updates as this process moves forward.

Owner Plans to Rezone 6

Acres to Housing

After 45+ years of being in operation, Valley Vista
Club Sport, located on Valley Vista Road south of
the Woodlands, has informed its 700+ members
that on January 31, 2016, Leisure Sports will close
the club. The reason behind the closure is financial.
Leisure Sports is expected to ask the City Council
to grant rezoning of the land for housing. Closure of
the club will leave the City of Walnut Creek short of
19 tennis courts that are home to many high school,
junior and adult tennis teams, a pool that hosts the
Barracudas, Walnut Creek’s largest youth swim
team, and a fitness facility that offers classes includ-
ing yoga, barre, pilates, boot camp, step, Zumba,
spin, and weight training, among others. On Friday,
October 2nd, over 200 members stood outside Club
Sport Renaissance, also owned by Leisure Sports,
in Walnut Creek during the evening commute to
demonstrate concern over the closure of the Val-
ley Vista facility. The demonstration and the efforts
members are making to prevent rezoning have
received attention via both Channel 4 and Channel 7
news stories.

Valley Vista’s closure will displace many swimmers,
tennis players and other athletes who will seek out
placements in other area swim teams and more ten-
nis courts than the city has available.

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Water Wise: Instant-On Hot Water Part I, the installation

In a recent issue | wrote about a hot water hot water recirculating pump that attaches to your water heater for ‘instant on’ hot water. | installed one
(Watts Model # 500800, available at Home Depot or on Amazon, about $200) in my home this week and wanted to share my experience and tips.

The installation was pretty easy and took me a couple of hours (Note: | have almost no
plumbing experience). On a difficulty scale of 1 to 10, with 1 being “it was pretty easy and I'd
already had a couple beers when | started” and 10 being “honey, better call the fire depart
ment,” I'd say this project was a 3. | only cursed audibly three or four times, which for me
indicates a pretty smooth process.

First | installed the small heat sensitive valve under the sink that is furthest from my hot water
heater. This continuously ‘pulls’ hot water from the heater, past all the other sinks and show

¥ ers, insuring that every faucet has a steady stream of hot water. This was pretty easy, if a tad
painful, as it required laying under the sink, uncomfortably, for about half an hour. | made my
hardware store trip, as the 12” faucet connectors included in the kit were too short; the 20”
models that they carry over at ACE did the trick. You might want to just buy these in advance
so you don’t have to stop in the middle like | did.

Once | had new connectors installed and tight | put a small metal bowl under the valve and left it for about
an hour to ensure there were no slow drips. When | came back to a dry bowl | tested the hot water and
moved on to the pump.

The pump was easier to install as it was not so difficult to access the plumbing (it goes right on top of the
hot water heater). You will need a power supply nearby to plug the pump into; fortunately the power cord
on the pump is pretty long (6 to 8 feet). | turned off the water coming into the heater and carefully un-
screwed the connector hose coming out of it. You'll want a towel to mop up the small amount of water that
spills out at this point. The pump screwed right onto the water heater; the existing hose screwed right back
into the top of the pump.

The connector hose here was also too short as well, requiring my second trip to the hardware store. It's
probably worth sizing yours up before you start so to avoid multiple trips to ACE. | screwed on the new
hose and plugged in the pump-15 minutes later | went to my bathroom sink and voila!- hot water.

I'll note that it appears that one of our sinks is not on the same hot water line, and, as such, doesn’t have
the instant on hot water. I'll need to attach another sensor valve under that sink (sold separately, about
$70) and then | think we'll be good to go there as well. Depending on the size of your home and layout of
your plumbing you may have to do the same thing.

Overall the system works great and we'’re very happy with it. The pump has a setting that allows it to run,
and provide hot water, continuously, or on a timer. There’s also an ‘off’ setting that you can switch it to
when you are away from your home for an extended period. If you'd like more information on this system
or installation tips from one of the amateur plumbers on the Woodlands board, feel free to drop a line to
woodlandswalnutcreek@gmail.com.

Pumpkin Spice Mini Donuts

" recently added some mini donut pans to my ever growing (and somewhat excessive) cake pan collection

and am so glad | did because they make the cutest little donuts! These are best eaten within a day or two,
|| but you can easily freeze them as well (if there are any left). Makes approx. 36 mini donuts

Batter:

3/4 cups flour

1 1/2 teaspoons baking powder
1/2 teaspoon salt

2 teaspoons of pumpkin pie spice
1/3 cup melted butter

1/2 cup brown sugar

1egg

1 1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract

3/4 cup canned pumpkin

1/2 cup whole milk

For Cinnamon Sugar Coating

1/2 cup butter, melted (may need more or less)
2/3 cup sugar

2 tablespoons cinnamon

Preheat oven 350 F. Butter your mini donut or mini muffin pan. In a bowl, mix flour, baking powder, salt and pumpkin spice. In a separate bowl combine
sugar and cinnamon for the coating- set aside. In a large bowl! or mixer- combine oil, brown sugar, egg, vanilla, pumpkin and milk. Add the dry ingredi-
ents into the mixture until just combined. Using a pastry bag for the mini donut pan or spoon or mini scoop for the mini muffin pan- fill the cups about %
full. Bake for approx. 12 minutes for donuts, 15 minutes for muffins. As soon as they are cool enough to touch brush them liberally with the melted butter
and then drop them into the cinnamon sugar mixture- turning and ensuring they are coated completely. Enjoy!
