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Crime Report Feedback

On behalf of the Woodlands Association Board, thank you to everyone that responded
to last month’s request for feedback on the Crime Report. As of November 10th, we had
received 20 e-mail responses. The resounding theme was that the Report’s is useful in
providing information about neighborhood activity and reminding residents to remain both
aware and proactive in preventing criminal activity. Respondents expressed appreciation
for their neighbors who reported suspicious and illegal persons or activity and praised the
local police for readily responding when summoned. Overall, fourteen of the 20 respondents
recommended keeping the Crime Report in its current format.

Additionally, 4 of the 20 respondents suggested retaining the Crime Report while limiting
the content to include “pertinent” police calls, identified as solicitors, vandalism, theft and
burglary. Respondents recommended omitting “petty” information, such as that dealing with
personal or family issues that did not affect other Woodlands residents.

Two responders suggested the Crime Report be eliminated in its entirety. One cited the
intrusive nature of the report and its potential negative influence on our real estate values.

The Board values input from the Woodlands Community and invites further responses
about the existence and format of the Crime Report. As stated in the November issue, the
Crime Report is now known as Police Calls to better reflect the information in the column. We
will also no longer include names and birthdates of those contacted/arrested. We inadvertently
published the incorrect e-mail address in last month’s request for feedback. Please continue
