Viamonte Continuing Care is Coming to Shadelands

Northern California Presbyterian Homes & Services ("NCPHS") presented their plan for a senior housing development at the 
Orchards on Wednesday, September, 9th at 7pm.  NCPHS is a non-profit senior housing operator that competed against other 
developers for the right to develop the property.  They acquired the property in June 2015 for $11.2 million.  NCPHS invited 
comments on their plan before it is presented to the Walnut Creek Design Review Committee for approval.  The development 
will offer 173 independent residences in a 4 story building on 3.8 acres ranging from 850 - 1,450 sq. ft. and offering 1-2 bed-
room units.  The independent units all offer full kitchens.  In addition, they will offer 20 additional assisted living units.  

The facility will offer onsite dining, transportation, health club, activity rooms and a registered nurse will be on staff. They will offer 
additional medical services to residents as their needs change.  The facility will also offer memory care, but not skilled nursing.  

Pricing will be released once the design has been completed.  They indicated that the pricing at other similar facilities that they 
operate have a repayable entrance fee and monthly fees.  They indicated that their other facilities (in a similar area as Walnut 
Creek) entrance fee pricing typically started at about $500,000 for a 1 bedroom unit and increased to just over $1 million for 
their largest units.  A percentage of the fee (typically 75-85%) is refundable when the resident leaves (after their unit is sold).  In 
addition, monthly fees are based on the services offered and typically started at $2,800/mo. for one person in a 1 bedroom unit 
and around $6,000/mo. for two people in a larger unit.

No one offered any design suggestions during the meeting.  This will be the first continuing care facility in Contra Costa County 
and once final approvals are granted construction will begin once 75% of the units are sold.  For additional information, see:

Garage Sale Guidelines

The Woodlands Annual Garage Sale has been a 
positive neighborhood event for years. Let’s all do our 
part to keep it safe & successful. The sale is widely 
publicized in the Contra Costa Times, Craigslist, on 
NextDoor and on signage along Oak Grove and other 
main streets. While this brings in shoppers from all 
over – not just neighbors – it also provides an oppor-
tunity for strangers to be on your property. If your ga-
rage is open, know that anyone who visits your sale 
can see everything inside. Bike theft is a huge prob-
lem in Walnut Creek at this time. Be wary if someone 
wants to “test drive” your bicycle/s. Take precaution-
ary measures like asking to hold the person’s ID until 
the bike is returned. If your mail slot empties into 
your garage, clear out any buildup of mail to prevent 
identity theft.

If you are participating in the garage sale, don’t leave 
out petty cash, your cell phone, wallet, keys or any-
thing personal. These are easy to pocket. Keep an 
eye on all your sale items. Team up with family mem-
bers and/or friends. As a rule, don’t allow anyone to 
enter your house. Keep your house & car locked.

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Proposed Re-zoning of The Shadelands to be Reviewed

While construction of The Orchards is underway, the City Council is focusing on the revitalization of the 240-acre Shade-
lands business park as a jobs center. There will be a Planning Commission Study Session held at 7 p.m. on October 8th 
in City Hall to review proposed Business Park Zone text amendments to make Shadelands more attractive to businesses, 
including streamlining the process for opening new businesses and expanding existing ones.

Proposed changes include new uses, refinements and clarification of existing zoning but not a new zoning district. The 
purpose of the district will remain as primarily office. Changes to development standards are proposed for accessory 
structures and additional performance standards controlling how businesses operate. These changes are intended to 
protect adjacent properties, recognize and learn from the existing businesses that are successful in the Shadelands, 
and allow businesses that complement existing uses.

These amendments could open the door to a range of new and expanded business types such as restaurants, cafes, 
wine-making, limited agriculture, high-tech, artists and artisans, medical uses, and incubator businesses.

The amendments project is the result of several years’ worth of discussions and workshops by City Council, property and 
business owners, and surrounding residential neighborhoods centered on the economic health of the business park. In 
January 2015, City staff began the zoning ordinance amendment project in partnership with the Shadelands Property 
and Business Improvement District (PBID).

Planning Commission agendas are posted on the City website, www.walnut-creek.org/meetings. At the time of this 
printing the meeting is scheduled for October 8th.

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Calicraft Brewing Co.: The Official Woodlands Taproom?

Early next year, Woodlands residents will welcome a new neighbor to the Shadelands Business Park: Calicraft Brewing 
Co., Walnut Creek’s most innovative and community-centered taproom and brewery. 

Unlike Walnut Creek’s downtown brewery, Calicraft was crafted with the local community in mind. According to manager 
Zac Taylor, Calicraft will “bring some flavor to Walnut Creek that hasn’t existed, and will include our community as much as 
we can into the process and continued evolution of the taproom.” Similar to the Shadelands Master Gardeners Program, 
Calicraft will highlight the neighborhood’s natural agricultural potential. “We already have a hopyard. And in the future, we 
will have an apiary (bee hives) and will grow ingredients on-site in our garden.”

Calicraft’s current offerings include a crisp German-style Kolsch beer, ales aged with wild yeast Brettanomyces, sparkling 
ales, and even a Belgian farmhouse-style ale brewed with anise hyssop, lemon verbena blossom, and Meyer lemon, in 
collaboration with legendary Berkeley restaurant Chez Panisse. 

Located on Mitchell Drive (near the former Contra Costa Times building), the taproom will feature outdoor games and pa-
tio seating, house-made empenadas, live music, free (non-alcoholic) drinks for designated drivers, and a spacious parking 
lot. It promises to be both pet and kid-friendly.

Calicraft Brewery is owned and operated by Blaine Landberg, a Walnut Creek resident and Shadelands board member. 
Landberg calls Walnut Creek “the crossroads of the Tri-Valley,” seeing the Shadelands as an area full of potential. “The 
future is exciting for the Shadelands, and we want to be a part of it,” notes Taylor.

Calicraft’s arrival reflects City Council’s efforts to refine and clarify the existing Shadelands zoning. Senior Planner Pierce 
Macdonald-Powell hopes this streamlining “could open the door to a range of new and expanded business types, such 
as restaurants, cafes, wine-making, limited agriculture, high-tech, artists and artisans, medical uses, and incubator busi-
nesses” within the neighborhood.

A SCAM CLOSE TO HOME

I was in the checkout line at our CVS recently when an elderly man in front of me bought four iTunes prepaid cards for 
$500 each.  He opened an envelope and paid the $2,000 in cash.  The clerk told him that he was making an unusual 
purchase and began asking some questions.  The man said that he’d had a call from his grandson in Las Vegas.  The 
grandson, who was crying, said that he had wrecked his car and needed the money to get it fixed.  He said he didn’t want 
his parents to find out.  

When the clerk asked if he was sure that it was his grandson, he said “Of course. I know my grandson’s voice.”  She said, 
“Even if he was crying?” and the man, beginning to get irritated, said “Yes.”  She persisted, telling him that there have 
been problems with scams like this.  She asked him to please wait before calling the number he had been given because 
he would be asked to read the numbers on the back of the card.  Once he did this, the money would be gone.  The clerk 
urged the man to be sure the caller was his grandson.  After trying four times to get the man to reconsider his purchase, 
she reluctantly finished the transaction. 

Afterwards the clerk told me that this “Grandpa, It’s Me” scam is happening frequently.  The clerks at CVS try to protect 
customers by suggesting that recipients of these calls:

● Be very suspicious if demands are made to send money quickly using a reloadable debit card, prepaid credit card or 
wire service
● Verify the identity of the caller by asking for the name of his father, dog,  high school or something similar
● Hang up and call the grandson’s cell phone or his parents to check it out

I like arugula, but 
shredded kale would be great as well and holds up nicely if you want to 
make this ahead of time. Try that variation with chopped toasted pecans 
instead of the pumpkin seeds. If you are putting this together ahead of 
time, be sure to toss the apples in a little of the dressing before mixing 
all ingredients together- it will prevent browning. 

Dressing (this makes extra but great to have on hand):
3 T White Balsamic, Champagne or White Wine Vinegar
1 teaspoon Dijon mustard
1 teaspoon Honey
½ cup Extra Virgin Olive Oil
Salt & pepper to taste- about 1 teaspoon of salt and ½ teaspoon pepper
Whisk mustard, vinegar and honey together until combined. Slowly whisk in Extra Virgin Olive Oil until combined. Set aside.

Salad:
2 cups cooked quinoa at room temperature
Cooking quinoa is a lot like making rice- it requires a ratio of one part quinoa to two parts water. If you are using 1 cup dried quinoa, 
cook with 2 cups water, chicken or vegetable broth. 
3 green onions thinly sliced
½ cup finely chopped mint
¼ cup finely chopped parsley
2 crisp, tart apples, cored and chopped into bite size pieces (about an inch)
½ cup toasted pumpkin seeds
2 cups arugula or other salad greens or shredded kale

Combine the chopped apples with a little dressing to prevent browning. In a large bowl mix together the quinoa, green onions, mint and 
parsley. Add a few tablespoons of dressing, until combined. Add the apples and combine. Gently toss with the arugula and pumpkin 
seeds and add in a drizzle of dressing if needed. If assembling in advance, add the arugula and pumpkin seeds and some additional 
dressing right before serving and toss to combine.
